2- Members of Adventure Club, Youth Organization and members of Bharat Scouts 
and Guides. 

3- Medically and Physically fit and can bear the strain of Trekking for 12 K.M per day. 

4- One Escort must be deputed with a group of 8 to 15 Boys/ Girls. 

5- Lady Escort must be deputed with the female participants. 

6- Student without Escorting Teacher will not be allowed.  

7- Escorts should also Register and Pay the Full Camp Fee along with Application, 
Risk and Medical Certificate. 

8- The age limit for Escorting Teacher is 55 years (Male / Female) 
 

07. Programmes Trekking, Zip Line, Sky Cycling, Rock Climbing, Valley Crossing, Rappelling, Rifle
