01 Arrival The forenoon of the first day. 

02 Departure The afternoon of the last day. 

03 Camp Fund  Rs. 4500/- Per head to be given for Welfare Fund 
 (This will cover Accommodation, Food, Souvenir/ Gift Item, Activities) 

04 Registration For registration Rs. 1000/- per head (Non –refundable, but can be adjusted in other 
programmes within the same financial year) and balance at the time of reporting.

05 Who can 
Participate 

1. Open to all Male / Female age group 12-45 years. 
2. Members of Adventure Club, Youth Organization and members of Bharat Scouts 

and Guides. 
3. Medically and Physically fit and can bear the strain of Trekking for 12 K.M per day. 
4. One Escort must be deputed with a group of 8 to 15 Boys/ Girls. 
5. Lady Escort must be deputed with the female participants. 
6. Student without Escorting Teacher will not be allowed.  
7. Escorts should also Register and Pay the Full Camp Fee along with Application, 

Risk and Medical Certificate. 
8. The age limit for Escorting Teacher is 55 years (Male / Female) 

06 Programmes Programme covers Expedition, Trekking, Obstacles crossing like-zip line, monkey 
bridge, hanging ladder, hanging tunnel, tree top obstacles base activities etc, Archery, 
Rifle shooting, Fun-Base activities, video show, Visit to Himalayan Mountaineering 
Institute (HMI), Himalayan Zoological Park, Museum, Darjeeling Sight-Seeing, 
Chowrasta mallroad, Darjeeling market, Batasia loop( Gorkha War memorial). Self 
development activities like Kims game, Backwoods Man cooking, quiz 
competition, daily basic information regarding The Bharat Scout and Guide 
Organization, Interaction with real life heroes, daily Camp Fire at night. The 
programme will be modified as per the needs of the Participants. 

07 What  to Bring?  T-shirt, comfortable black and blue Jeans, Track-Suits, sufficient cloths for 
change (Washing of clothes is not allowed in the camp), costumes for 
cultural presentations. 

 Optional one set of correct and complete uniform as per APRO part – II & III. 
(For Scouts & Guides). 

 Warm clothes, Jackets, Sweater, Hand Gloves, Umbrella /Rain coat, Hunter / 
Sport Shoes, Sleeping bag / Blankets, Extra Pairs of Socks & Slippers. Plate 
(Thali), Glass or Mug, Spoon, Water Bottle, pithu bag, lunch box etc. 

 Personal toiletries, Cold Cream, Odomas (mosquito repellent), Torch, Note 
Book, Pen, First Aid Kit, Personal medicines. 

 Each Participant has to carry sufficient mask, hand-sanitizer, hand-gloves etc in 
view of Covid cares. 

 The temperature will be cold, participants should come prepared with warm 
clothes, bedding must be brought accordingly.  

08 Risk 
Management 

The Bharat Scouts and Guides take every care of the participants sincerely, but The 
Bharat Scouts and Guides, National Adventure Institute, Kurseong, Darjeeling will not 
be responsible for any accident, illness or injury during the programme. The escorting 
teachers should take extra precaution/care of their students before, during and after the 
camp. 

09 Accommodation Accommodation will be provided in permanent shelters. 

10 Weather During winter lowest temperature is around 2.5°C to 11.2°C temperature. Carry 
sufficient warm clothing during winter. 
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11 How to reach?  Nearest Airport- Bagdogra International Airport. 

 Nearest Railway station- New Jalpaiguri(NJP)/ Siliguri. 

 From NJP / Siliguri to Kurseong Tata Sumo, jeep are available @ Rs. 200/- per 
head. 

 From Siliguri Junction Buses are also available to reach Kurseong. 

 After reaching Kurseong station local transportation is available to reach camp 
site. 

 Walkable distance 15-20minutes from Kurseong station to camp site.

13 Booking 1. Booking will be made on "First Come First Serve Basis". Selection Letter will be 
sent on receipt of Registration Rs. 1000/- per head. 

2. The Application, Medical & Risk certificate in original should be produced at the 
time of Registration. 

3. Lady escort must be deputed with the female participants. 

14  Health  Medical checkup should be done strictly 
 General medicines and First Aid will be available at the institute. 
 No one will be allowed without covid-19 negative test report Certificate or both 

Vaccination certificate (applicable for both participants and escorting 
teachers).
