1 Unit Leader is allowed to accompany 9 Scouts with 

the Ratio 9:1 (i.e. with 09 Scouts or 09 Guides 

only 01 Adult Leader is eligible to apply) He/She 

should be able to communicate in English and have 

valid passport. 
 

International Service Team:  

Young Rover/Ranger & Adult Leaders who were born 

on or before 31 July 2005 and above 18 years of 

age and below 45 years can apply as IST (International 

Service Team) with the Ration 9:1:1 from their 

state. Without Youth participants, only IST 

application will not be accepted. He/she should be 

able to communicate in English and be ready to 

perform any tasks necessary for the Jamboree.
